Cancer scientist
wins prizes

THE work of distinguished
cancer researcher Anthony
Pawson (1970) has been
recognised by two major
international prizes.

The Louisa Gross Horwitz
Prize is awarded by
Columbia University for
exceptional accomplishments
in biological and biochemical
research; half of the Prize’s
previous recipients have
gone on to win a Nobel
Prize.

On 22 May, at a ceremony
in Jerusalem, the President of
Israel will present Professor
Pawson with the Wolf
Medicine Prize to honour his
discoveries related to the cell
signalling system, which
have had major implications
for the treatment of cancer
and other diseases.

Professor Pawson holds the
chair in oncology at the
University of Toronto and is
Director of Research at the

Samuel Lunenfeld Institute.

EACH Friday at St Gregory of
Nyssa Episcopal Church in San
Francisco, three tons of groceries fill
the altar table and sanctuary, where
