Unique archive records

poets for posterity

RICHARD CARRINGTON (1965)
is a producer specialising in
spoken-word audio recordings.

Five years ago, while he was
working with the Poet Laureate,
Andrew Motion, a chance
conversation led to an idea which
has since grown into a worldwide
project of enormous educational and
historical importance: the Poetry
Archive.

The concept is strikingly simple:
to ensure that all the significant
English-language poets are
professionally recorded reading their
own work (an opportunity that was
tragically missed with great
twentieth century poets like Hardy
and Housman), and that these
recordings are shared with as many
people as possible by placing them
in a unique archive on the internet.

From the outset, the project has
placed a great emphasis on
education. Richard explains: “We
wanted the Poetry Archive to be both

serious and fun... so that young
people would at least give it a try.
We feel that the Archive has the
potential for revolutionising the way
that poetry is taught.” So the
recordings themselves are supported
by a host of educational material for
teachers and pupils.

Launched in November last year,
the Poetry Archive has already
recorded 99 living poets, and is busy
researching and locating historic
recordings. The project spans the
globe from Canada to New Zealand,
and for Richard it has turned into a
full-time job, and one in which he
takes great satisfaction: “We are
creating a new kind of National
Gallery.”

The Fellows themselves have been
recognised for their eminence
through promotion to Professorships
and Readerships by the University.

Ironically, this imposes constraints
on the College, since the more
successful Fellows are in securing
promotion, the less time they can
devote to undergraduate teaching
within the collegiate system.

With the recent appointment of

Neil Andrews (currently Director of
Studies in Law) to a Readership,
Clare now has a pressing need for an
additional Teaching Fellow in Law.

In particular, the College would
like to attract a high-quality,
dedicated and youthful academic,
able to carry forward to a new
generation the tradition of excellence
embodied by Kurt Lipstein and Colin
Turpin.

Clare has therefore decided to raise
funds for the appointment of a
College Teaching Officer, employed
solely by the College to focus on
undergraduate supervision.

It is hoped that the College’s law
alumni will join together and help to
secure the excellence of
undergraduate education in this
subject.

IN a year’s time, the College will
celebrate the centenary of Paul
Mellon’s birth and the 75th
anniversary of the establishment of
the Mellon Fellowships.

The exchange programme between
Yale and Clare was visionary when
Paul Mellon founded it in 1932.

Since then, the Fellowships have
given the College a wonderfully
enriching trans-Atlantic connection,
and have transformed the lives of
their holders.

In its recently published strategic
plan, Clare identifies the
strengthening of its links with the
USA as one of its key goals.

The double anniversary in 2007
will provide the opportunity for all
140 Mellon Fellows to contribute to
this aim, following in the spirit of
Paul Mellon’s own programme.

Joining together in a unique ‘Class
Gift’, the Mellon Fellows will
establish a Clare-Yale Fellowship
Fund, the income from which will be
used to provide full or part funding
to Clare graduate students going to
Yale and those coming in the
opposite direction.
